Statistics on New Arrivals from the Mainland
(Fourth Quarter of 2019)
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Introduction

1. A data collection mechanism has been set
up by the Immigration Department to collect
data on the demographic and social
characteristics of one-way permit holders
(OWPHSs) when they first enter Hong Kong via
the Lo Wu control point.

2. In addition, the Home Affairs Department
(HAD) conducts a continuous survey on new
arrivals from the Mainland aged 11 and over
who have arrived in Hong Kong for less than one
year when they apply for the Hong Kong
Identity Card at the Registration of
Persons—Kowloon Office. The HAD survey
focuses on the service needs and current
situation of the new arrivals from the Mainland.

3. The results of these two surveys are
presented in Part 1 and Part 2 of this report
respectively.

Coverage

4.  Statistics contained in Part 1 of this report
are compiled from information provided by all
OWPHs to the Immigration Department when
they first enter Hong Kong via the Lo Wu
control point. Findings in Part 2 refer to the
successfully interviewed new arrivals in the
survey conducted by HAD. The target
respondents of this survey are new arrivals from
the Mainland aged 11 and over who have arrived
in Hong Kong for less than one year when they
apply for the Hong Kong Identity Card at the
Registration of Persons—Kowloon Office.
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5. In reading the figures, it is important to
note that the two sets of statistics refer to
different groups of new arrivals. In particular,
the HAD survey figures only reflect the
characteristics of those new arrivals aged 11 and
over who responded to the survey and are hence
not directly comparable with those covered by
the Immigration Department survey.

Major Findings

Part 1: Demographic  and  Social
Characteristics of One-way Permit Holders
(Detailed statistics are in Table 1).

Size

6. A total of 39 060 OWPHSs entered Hong
Kong with a daily average of 107.

Age and Sex Structure

7. The proportions of children OWPHs (i.e.
those aged below 15) were 18%, 19.7% and
17.5% in 2015, 2019 and Q4 2019 respectively.
As for the OWPHs aged between 25 and 44, the
proportions were 52.3%, 41.9% and 43.2% in
2015, 2019 and Q4 2019 respectively. The
median age for new arrivals from the Mainland
was 32, 32 and 34 in 2015, 2019 and Q4 2019
respectively.

8.  The sex ratio of OWPHs was 520 males
per 1000 females in 2015 and 714 males per 1
000 females in 2019. The corresponding ratio
was 683 males per 1 000 females in Q4 20109.
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Marital Status

9.  The majority of OWPHSs aged 15 and over
were or had been married. The proportions were
84.9%, 81.3%and 86.2% in 2015, 2019 and Q4
2019 respectively.

Educational Attainment

10. The majority of OWPHSs aged 15 and over
had attained secondary education or above. The
proportions were 89.7%, 90.5%and 90.2% in
2015, 2019 and Q4 2019 respectively. The
proportions of OWPHSs aged 15 and over who
had attained university or post-secondary
education or above were 20.8%, 24.7% and
23.3% in 2015, 2019 and Q4 2019 respectively.

Activity Status / Occupation in the
Mainland

11. The proportions of OWPHSs aged 15 and
over who reported that they had worked in the
Mainland were 42.7%, 43.6% and 43.7% in
2015, 2019 and Q4 2019 respectively. Most of
the OWPHs who had not worked in the
Mainland were homemakers.

12.  Among those OWPHs who worked in the
Mainland, the proportions of clerical and sales
staff were 34.4%, 44.9% and 41.4% in 2015,
2019 and Q4 2019 respectively. The proportions
of professional, administrative and executive
workers were 15.6%, 19% and 13.2% in 2015,
2019 and Q4 2019 respectively. The proportions
of technicians, construction and production
workers were 26.4%, 10.8% and 9.6% in 2015,
2019 and Q4 2019 respectively.
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Province of Origin

13. The majority of OWPHs came from
Guangdong Province. The proportions were
57.4%, 66% and 62.9% in 2015, 2019 and Q4
2019 respectively. The proportions of OWPHSs
with Fujian Province as the Province of Origin
were 12.1%, 12% and 12% in 2015, 2019 and
Q4 2019 respectively.

Ability to Speak in Cantonese

14. The proportions of OWPHs who could
speak Cantonese were 72.9%, 68.2% and
68.7% in 2015, 2019 and Q4 2019
respectively.

Type of Relatives in Hong Kong

15. The One-way Permit Scheme was
implemented to enable mainlanders to come to
Hong Kong for family reunion. The proportions
of OWPHSs with only parent(s) in Hong Kong
were 41.4%, 41.1% and 36.2% in 2015, 2019
and Q4 2019 respectively. The proportions of
OWPHs with only spouse in Hong Kong were
29.3%, 32.8% and 35.3% in 2015, 2019 and
Q4 2019 respectively. For those OWPHSs with a
combination of parent(s), and/or spouse and/or
child(ren) in Hong Kong, the proportions were
27%, 22.8% and 24% in 2015, 2019 and Q4
2019 respectively. There were another 2%,
3.3% and 4.4% of OWPHs in 2015, 2019 and
Q4 2019 respectively with only child(ren) in
Hong Kong.

Whether with Certificate of Entitlement

16. In 2019, 7.3% of OWPHSs entered Hong
Kong with Certificates of Entitlement, as
compared with 95% in 2015. The
corresponding proportion was 8.9% in Q4
20109.
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Part 2: Service Needs and Current Situation of
New Arrivals from the Mainland (Detailed
statistics are in Table 2)

Number of Respondents and Response Rate

17. 4824 new arrivals from the Mainland
responded to the HAD survey in Q4 2019.
When compared with the number of OWPHSs
aged 11 and over who entered Hong Kong
(5883) in the same period, the response rate
was 82%. Please note that the response rate is
only a proxy indicator because there is a time
lapse between the respondents arriving in Hong
Kong and applying for the Hong Kong Identity
Card.

District of Residence in Hong Kong

18. The three districts where most
respondents of Q4 2019 resided in were Kwun
Tong (12.7%), Sham Shui Po (11.7%) and
Yuen Long (8.4%).

Difficulties in Adaptation

19. The proportions of respondents who
reported having difficulties in adapting to life in
Hong Kong were 58%, 57.8% and 55.3% in
2015, 2019 and Q4 2019 respectively. The
greatest difficulty encountered by respondents in
Q4 2019 was living environment (47.8%),
followed by work (37%) and language (34.2%).

Supporting Services

20. The proportions of respondents who
needed support services were 67.9%, 65% and
62.4% in 2015, 2019 and Q4 2019 respectively.
In Q4 2019, the most needed service was
application for public housing (52.1%), followed
by assistance in seeking employment (40.3%)
and career training (38.1%).
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Employment Plan in Hong Kong

21. The proportions of respondents who
wished to work in Hong Kong were 59.4%, 58%
and 59.5% in 2015, 2019 and Q4 2019
respectively. In Q4 2019, most of them preferred
to work in the wholesale, retail, import/export
trade, restaurant and hotel sectors (52.1%),
followed by community, social and personal
services (35.6%) and construction (25.3%).

Number of Cohabiting Family Members *

22. The proportions of respondents living in
3-person households were 30.1%, 28.8% and
29.6% in 2015, 2019 and Q4 2019 respectively.
The proportions of respondents living in 4-person
households were 23.8%, 24.4% and 21.9% in
2015, 2019 and Q4 2019 respectively. The
proportions of those living in 2-person households
were 19.5%, 22.4% and 25.6% in 2015, 2019 and
Q4 2019 respectively.

Cohabiting family members include the interviewee and
his or her immediate family members such as
grandparents, parents, spouse, children and unmarried
siblings who live with the interviewee.

Present living condition

23.  Since most OWPHSs came to Hong Kong for
family reunion, most OWPHSs lived with family
member(s). The proportions were 85%, 86.9%
and 88.5% in 2015, 2019 and Q4 2019
respectively. The proportions of those who lived
with family member(s) in their relatives’ places
were 12.9%, 11% and 9% in 2015, 2019 and Q4
2019 respectively.
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Housing provision

24. The majority of the respondents reported
that their current accommodation was either
rented by themselves or their family member(s).
The proportions were 68.5%, 73.3% and 73.9%
in 2015, 2019 and Q4 2019 respectively. The
proportions of those who reported that their
current accommodation was either provided by
relative(s) or friend(s) were 15.4%, 13.7% and
12.4% in 2015, 2019 and Q4 2019 respectively.
There were another 16%, 12.6% and 13.3% of
respondents  reported that their  current
accommodation was either purchased by
themselves or family member(s) in 2015, 2019
and Q4 2019 respectively.

Type of Housing

25. The most common type of housing occupied
by respondents was public rental housing. The
corresponding figures were 54.8%, 48% and
48.1% in 2015, 2019 and Q4 2019 respectively.
The proportions of those who lived in private
permanent housing were 32.4%, 39.6% and
38.5% in 2015, 2019 and Q4 2019 respectively.

Monthly Family Income

26. The median monthly household incomes for
respondents were HK$10,200, HK$12,700 and
HK$13,100 in 2015, 2019 and Q4 2019
respectively.

Main source of income

27. The majority of respondents reported that
wages constituted their major source of household
income. The percentages were 76.8%, 85.3% and
84.9% in 2015, 2019 and Q4 2019 respectively.
The percentages of respondents having
government’s assistance as the main source of
household income were 8%, 5.5% and 6.3% in
2015, 2019 and Q4 2019 respectively. There were
another 7.8%, 4% and 3.2% of respondents in
2015, 2019 and Q4 2019 respectively having
relatives’ assistance as the main source of
household income.
