GUIDE ON VOTING PROCEDURE
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Polling Day : 8 January 2023 (Sunday) Polling Hours : 12:00 noon to 7:00 pm
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Your designated polling station : Please refer to the polling station location map overleaf
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Seven simple steps to vote on the polling day:
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You must bring along the original of your identity document (e.g. Hong Kong Identity

Card or passport) recorded in the Register of Electors to the polling station shown overleaf
to apply for a ballot paper. An elector who only produces a copy of such an identity
document will not be issued a ballot paper. (Please refer to the Documents Required
for Collecting Ballot Paper)
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If you are a Resident Representative Election ( “ReRE” ) elector only, you will be
issued with one white ReRE ballot paper and a white cardboard to whicha “v™
chop is attached.

3. EIRARFERARERNER REEE REAEFERAREREZ K —

If you are an Indigenous Inhabitant Representative Election ( “IIRE” ) elector only,

you will be issued with one red IIRE ballot paper and a red cardboard to which a
“v” chop is attached.
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If you are an elector of both ReRE and IIRE, you will be issued with one white ReRE
ballot paper, one red IIRE ballot paper and a cardboard with red and white stripes to
whicha “v"”  chop is attached.
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When you are issued with the ballot paper(s) and the cardboard, you must immediately go
into the voting compartment to mark the ballot paper(s) —

e For ReRE, an elector can only vote for one candidate. You must use the chop attached
to the cardboard to affix a single “v"” in the circle opposite the name of the candidate
of your choice.

e For IIRE, an elector can vote for a number of candidates not exceeding the number of
Indigenous Inhabitant Representative(s) to be returned for the Village at the election.
You must use the chop attached to the cardboard to affix a single “v™ in the circle(s)
opposite the name(s) of the candidate(s) of your choice.

After marking the ballot paper(s), you should fold the ballot paper(s) so that the marked
side is inside to conceal your vote before leaving the voting compartment.
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Please put the folded white ballot paper (if any) into the locked and sealed white ballot
box and/or put the folded red ballot paper (if any) into the locked and sealed red ballot

box. Before leaving the polling station, please return the cardboard and the chop to the
polling staff manning the ballot box(es).
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Note: There may be exit polls conducted by other body/bodies outside polling stations on the
polling day. Such exit polls are not commissioned in any way by the Government of the Hong
Kong Special Administrative Region and whether or not an elector responds is entirely
voluntary.
